Group Riding
There have been some close calls that I have been in while group riding.The vehicle that decided it wanted to pass had no
regard for the group whatso ever!!The group had to slow down to let the vehicle pass!IIf you happen to pullover you are letting
the vehicle take control! Remember a couple of things.(one) Motorcycles have every right to be on the road.No matter if we are
going the speed limit or above it! (two)The tail & lead should have control of the group
as far as being passed is concerned.If the tail thinks that a car is passing with no regard to what the group is doing he can relay
that information to the  lead so he can slow down.Otherwise you shouldn’t let vehicles pass you unless
you can safely pull over as a group.If the group pulls over onto the side of the highway two things happen. (one) the group
confuses other traffic because they are unsure what to do. Also you can feel responsible if you are motioning
traffic to pass you as you are off to the side.(two) vehicles may not pass anyway because they may not feel comfortable passing
when they can’t see.The safeest thing to do is keep the group together & make sure that you communicate what is happening.
This communication should be between the lead and tail.If  anyone has a problem with that it should be discussed at the next
stop.That is the safe way to take a bad situation and make the best of it!!!!

If you hadnÕt noticed, itÕs hot and humid outside!

You can get dehydrated real fast if youÕre not paying attention. This can lead to more severe issues if it goes to far Ð like heat
exhaustion and heat stroke.

 On hot days when youÕre sweating, push liquids. Plain water is the best (but not distilled water Ð no minerals). Your body needs
about a pint (16 ounces) an hour. Minimize activities that make you sweat. Sweating is the body trying to cool itself by
evaporative cooling. Wind will cause your sweat to dry before is has any chance to cool you. The sun will also dry you out. So
stay out in the shade. Wear long sleeves when riding to minimize direct sun and wind exposure

 What are the symptoms / signs of mild dehydration:

 Well Ð youÕre thirsty! Also dry lips and tongue, lack of energy, muscle cramping in arms and legs, reduced amounts of, or dark-
colored urine (it should be colorless to pale lemonade like in color), irritable (more than normal), headache, dizziness made
worse with standing.

 Treatment:

 You need to drink enough liquid to replace the fluids youÕve lost. Also, you need to replace the electrolytes youÕve lost.  Water
(again Ð not distilled water) is the best for replacing lost fluid. Sports drinks are good too, but keep in mind that athletes sip them
from small cups after high energy activities. WeÕre not athletes and weÕre not doing high energy activities. Dilute them 50% with
water and sip. This also cuts the cost in half. Drinking beverages that exceed a 10% carbohydrate level (most sodas and some
fruit juices) often have negative side effects such as abdominal cramps, nausea, and diarrhea. So again dilute them and sip.
Avoid carbonated drinks, these can fizz up in your stomach, cause gastrointestinal distress and decrease the fluid volume youÕre
trying to replace. This is due to the carbonation taking up room in your stomach. Avoid beverages containing caffeine and / or
alcohol due to their diuretic effect, remember youÕre trying to replace the fluid Ð not get rid of it.

 Again Ð If untreated, dehydration can lead to heat exhaustion or heat stroke which are much more dangerous conditions.

 Stay cool and hydrated!

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The Rider & Co-Rider need to be as comfortable as possible, as to concentrate on the driving and the Co-Rider on the hazards
on both sides, and things that the driver could overlook.

 To do this, you need a summer riding jacket and maybe even a cooling vest.

1. You may need a shirt or light jacket to put underneath the summer jacket as it gets cooler late in the ride.
2. Putting a liner or even put the rain gear on to break the wind.  It helps immensely.

      If you havenÕt put the rain gear on to break the wind, you now need it to keep the rain off.

 As you can see, IÕm talking about several different pieces of riding gear.  Brenda & I bought Tourmaster jackets where one
jacket does all of this. (Summer jacket on the outside, zip-in liner for cold, add a zip-in liner for rain.)  When you donÕt need it,
roll  it up and put them in the cycle, but you will have them along at all times.  Ride safe!

I personally donÕt think so, but I thought I would put it
out there for all to sit and think about it. The one stop sign you roll through and miss the other guy coming could be your last.

Remember to keep your
head up and your eyes focused.

Project Educate T-Shirts
