Unless you migrated south or are taking a winter vacation to someplace warm, you won’t be doing too much riding for the
next couple of months. But there are lots of things you can do: Check and restock your first aid kit; read some riding
books – any by David L Hough are great, there are lots of other authors also; start an exercise program – make sure to
consult your doctor first; get a GPS and learn how to use it; plan / dream some big overnighter trips – paper maps and
travel brochures help with this. 

If you haven’t already - make sure to check your CO and smoke detector operation. 

When driving - remember your 2 second (or more) following distance and to scan 12 to 14 seconds ahead.  Clean that
snow completely off your vehicle.

 Also if you need a first aid / CPR class let me or Jonelle know so we can get a class scheduled or join another one.

Eye Protection

Your eyes are your most sensitive organ.  Exposure to pollution and swift wind may cause irreparable damage to them.

 Riders must protect their eyes against insects and dirt and debris that can be stirred up by the wind as well as by motor
vehicles traveling in front of you. Just the wind at highway speeds can cause the eyes to tear and blur vision.   Besides
this danger, squinting into the wind is unpleasant at best and watering eyes are quite distracting.  Getting something in
your eyes could easily cause you to lose control and crash
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 Choose good quality goggles, glasses with plastic or safety lenses, or a helmet equipped with a face shield.  Goggles,
glasses, and face shields should be scratch free and well ventilated to prevent fog buildup. Only clear shields should be
used at night since tinted shields reduce contrast and make it more difficult to see.

 Another consideration while choosing glasses or goggles should be that they cover your eyes entirely.  Insure the glasses
are shatter proof.  In the eventuality of an accident, you donÕt want to run the additional risk of having shattered pieces of
glass in your eyes.

Risks to the Eyes from Sun Glare - It is essential to wear the correct eye protection when driving in sunny weather. The
most dangerous conditions are caused by glare resulting from intense sunlight Ð reflected from the road surface, other
vehicles, your windshield or other objects. 

Many sun glare accidents happen in the early morning or late afternoon, when the sun is on the horizon and you
frequently find yourself driving directly towards the sun.  Unfortunately, these times usually coincide perfectly with rush
hour and the beginning of school days, making accidents even more likely.

Eye Care and Safe Driving - Most accidents occur within three seconds of some form of distraction. This includes cell
phones, adjusting the radio, changing the heating or air conditioning, smoking, personal grooming, driving when tired --
and sun glare.

According to the Vision Council of America, the sun is one of the most overlooked dangers while driving, particularly
during the height of morning and afternoon travel. Thousands of people are injured each year, some fatally, as a result of
sun glare.

When selecting sunglasses, drivers need to consider how they will be used. Wearing driving lenses that are too dark can
cause visibility problems when driving from very bright conditions into shady-dark areas; driving into a tunnel could cause
complete loss of vision.

Sunglasses and Driving at Night  - Many drivers have difficulty driving at night, when the light from streetlights, oncoming
headlights, and other light sources may reflect from the street surface and present a serious visibility problem. Often the
glare is merely distracting, but it can be quite dangerous. Rainy weather can make night driving even more hazardous, as
the wet streets and sidewalks reflect even more light than usual.

Wearing sunglasses during the day can help your night driving. Exposure to strong sunlight without adequate glare
protection can sharply reduce your night vision. Even a couple of hours of exposure can slow your eyes' adaptation
process as darkness falls.

Winter is here and is reminding us just how brutal it can be, especially for people who are traveling.  I hope everyone has
their vehicles stocked with the cold weather gear they will need if they break down or become stranded.  If not, there is a
lot of winter left so it should be taken care of now.  The minimum you should have is a pair of warm boots for your feet,
warm coat, mittens, and a cap that covers your whole head like a stocking cap. This would probably keep you warm long
enough if you happen to break down in the city where help is usually nearby but not out in the country where you may
have to be in the car without heat for two or three hours or more.  A broken belt, hose, thermostat or dead engine will
leave you with no heat so be prepared. Other items to consider are ski pants, disposable hand warmers, ski mask, scarf,
insulated hooded sweatshirt and a heavy blanket.

     Educator News

As printed in the American Motorcyclist magazine, February issue:
 
The Motorcycle Safety Foundation has come up with a great response to a question that applies to all of us that are
drivers.

You Ask: ÒWhat can I do when I drive my car that will make me a better rider when IÕm on my motorcycle?Ó
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MSF Responds : The physical skills of driving arenÕt directly transferable to riding, but the mental skills definitely are.
Anything you can do to make a habit out of those important skills will help you be a safer on the road, regardless of
vehicle type.
 
These tactics apply if youÕre driving on the same roads youÕll be riding on: check for surface conditions that could affect
your vehicle, look for blind spot areas where car drivers could miss seeing you, and notice escape areas that could come
in handy if someone cuts you off. Noticing these nuances could help you plan your defensive strategies for when you take
this route on your motorcycle.
 
Use these tactics wherever you drive: maintain a 360-drgree awareness of your surroundings by constantly scanning the
road ahead, to the sides, and in your rear-view mirrors. Assume that any vehicle you spot that CAN enter your path of
travel WILL enter your path-whether from an adjacent lane, a side street or driveway, or approaching you from the other
side of an intersection-and be ready to brake, swerve or accelerate as required.  Maintain a 2 or 3 second following
distance to give yourself a chance to react if the car in front of you stops unexpectedly. Communicate your intentions to
other motorists by using turn signals for all turns and lane changes. Turn your head to check the adjacent lane before
making a lane change. Finally, pretend youÕre invisible, and act as if all other traffic is operating without regard to your
existence.
 
Safe driving and riding both rely on an array of good practices that can only become habits through constant use.
 
Dennis and I believe that if every driver used these tactics that the accident rate would go down. No driver knows
everything but every driver should practice these tactics every time they are driving. We as drivers have a responsibility to
drive safe.
     
Remember to always keep your head up and eyes focused!
