SAFE RIDING HABITS; HEAD AND EYEMOVEMENT
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Recognizing hazards early and maintaining awareofetbee everbchanging traffic picture requires superior perception and
proactive thinking. A Good Motorcyclist with active head and mpeement habits gains an advantage in seeing potential
problems developnd in accident prevention. Some riders claim they can see evergtaingeed to see just by moving their
eyes; | feel these riders aseong. Why is moving your head so important? Turning your head expanigberal vision
making head and eye movements more effectiverardasing awareness to a nearly complete 360-degree circle. This kin
of awareness separates seasoned riders from the average ridetloviieg tips are good ideas to insure a safe riding
season.

1. Look Left-right before moving: After everstop, riders should reactivate their vision before putting thiké in
motion. This should include scanning your mirrors.

2. Check your blind spots: Whenever your bike hasn standing for more than a few seconds, the environment around
your bike is subject to change. In addition to checking to theuteftright and scanning your mirrors you should turn
your heads antbok over your shoulder to confirm that your blind spot areaslase.

3. Try to scan your mirrors every 5 to 8 secoritlis important to know what is happening up ahead, buteitjislly
important to know what is happening alongside and what rbiglttoming up from behind. Turning your head along
with your eyesexpands your field of vision to the sides.

4. Be sure to look left-right when approachiimgersections: A motorcyclistOs first exposure to conflict imtansection
will usually come from the left. If the intersecticanOt be seen clearly, you should reduce your speed accordingly a
prepare to stop.

Jenny and | just returned from a 13 day vacation on a Heritage Homeland tour of Germany and the Czech Republic with
a group of 27 people interested in finding out where some of our German- Bohemian relatives used to live in the early
1900s. The countryside in most of those areas looks similar to northern Minnesota and most of Wisconsin with the forests
and hills.

Toured several castles and churches, but the most interesting was seeing the villages where some of our relatives used

to live. The villages within 3 km of the former border of Germany and Czechoslavia during the Communist era with

basically leveled to  eliminate any potential hiding places for people trying to leave the socialist country and go west. Just
shallow impressions and a few bricks or stones left to indicate where the houses stood. The German people were
basically evicted form this area in about 1946 and most were sent to Germany . Met a few of the people who remember
this happening when they were children living in these villages with their memories still very vivid and haunting them.

Jenny met a distant relative at the site of a village where her relatives used to live. We found a house in a small village
where one of my great grandparents used to live. The house had a large courtyard behind it and like a lot of houses in

the era had the barn and shed all attached to the house. Most of the people were very friendly. Czech was the
predominant language spoken in the Bohemian area with a few people speaking German. A few of our group spoke some
German and our tour guide helped with translations when needed.

The Czech area is just starting to rebuild 10 years after the borders opened up. A few smaller towns had some new road

repair underway. These are signs of buildings under renovation and some getting a new coat of paint. Still many signs of

the effects of the  former socialist government are visible: many large apartment buildings occupied but looking in need of
repair, former cooperative farm buildings seeming to sit empty and many buildings in neglect. Most of the buildings from
that era seemed to have a very drab exterior.

In Germany there were a quit a few homes with solar cells on the roofs and a few larger solar cell parks next to
what looked like industrial buildings. Wind generators where seen around these areas as well.

We saw a fair amount of motorcycle traffic on our tour. Looks like most of the touring bikes are BMWOs in this
area with quite a few  crotch rocket bikes riding the roads. Motorcycles are a favorite way to tour Germany and the
neighboring  countries as one of our tour memberOs German relatives visited with us. He invited me to bring my Goldwing
over sometime and he would show us some great scenery touring through the mountains.

This tour was a great  experience for the history as well as meeting new friends.

From the Chapter Educator

Now that weOre fully into the riding season we get to experience all thethings Mother Nature has to offer. One of these things is sunburn!
We see this most on our face, neck and arms while riding. Peak times to get sunburn is between the hours of 10 AM to 4 PM.
Unfortunately this is when we do most of our riding B bummer!

You may not even know you have sunburn until a few hours after youOve been burned. The usual symptoms are: Redness, a feeling of
heat, mild to severe pain to the touch, and in severe cases; blisters (ouch!).

Make sure to cover up exposed skin with long pants, long sleeved shirts, hats and sunglasses. If you canOt cover up, use sunscreen with
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an SPF (sun protection factor) of 15 or greater. The lighter your skin, the higher SPF you need. Health care providers recommend an SPF
of 30 if you are very fair skinned. SPF 70 is available! Use a broad-spectrum sunscreen that protects against both UVA and UVB rays.
Also it's best to put the sunscreen on your skin 30 to 60 minutes before you go out into the sun.

If you do get burned try these:

Soak in a cool bath. It may help to add bath products containing oatmeal to help decrease itching and the burned feeling.

Soak in a cool bath with a cup of white vinegar in it.

Put cool, moist cloths on the sunburned skin several times a day.

Take an anti-inflammatory medication, such as aspirin, ibuprofen, or naproxen. It will help the sunburn be less painful. It may also lessen
the damage to your skin, especially if you start taking it when you first suspect you are sunburned. Carefully follow the directions on the
package for taking the medication.

Put 1% hydrocortisone cream or a moisturizing lotion on your skin 3 times a day for 2 days.

There are some skin care products with Vitamin E, Aloe and a topical pain reliever, which work very well.

Apply as needed.

Also make sure to stay hydrated! The best thing to drink is WATER! Sorry, not beer or sodas, WATER. Pay attention to the color of your
urine B it should be colorless to pale lemonade like in color - if its bright yellow drink more WATER. Drink about a pint of WATER an hour.

For those not familiar with this
Wisconsin DOT road program, it is a series of roads that offer a sedate, lightly traveled experience through the back
areas of Wisconsin . The program offers motorcyclists a patch if a photo is taken next to 10 different Rustic Road signs. If

25 pictures of  different roads are taken, a certificate of accomplishment is issued.

Our CDs, Marcia and Jerry tasked our group with doing at least 10 of these for the patch, so | mapped out many of the
Rustic Roads (RRs) in our  area. Then | connected them to form a route that we could ride to knock off as many as we
could in 3 different rides.

During the June 13 th preakfast get-together we were discussing where to go for a day ride. The choices came down to
Duluth or a 3 RR ride. Finally, yours truly made the decision to go for the Rustic Roads. So it was 4 riders, 4 bikes
heading east to  Wisconsin at break-neck speeds to ride the RRs for the day. The participants were lead by yours truly,
followed closely by Jim Olsen, Larry Bush, and tail-gunner Mike Squire.

Our route took us  down to just outside River Falls where we would ride  the first of what turned out to be 4 Rustic Roads.
Having never been through downtown  River Falls before, | found it a pleasant journey to travel through to get to RR 92.

We found the generic sign pointing the way to a Rustic Road , but did not see a sign highlighting the particular route
number. We traveled down the road, and at the end noticed a numbered sign. We did an O-turn (many more to follow
this day) and set up so each of us could have our pictures taken with the sign and our bike.

Next, we headed out towards Maiden Rock for RR 51. ThatOs when things got interesting. First, the route had us

traveling US 65 down to Ellsworth, and then Cty D to WI 35. As we approached 65, there was a backup of traffic off to
our right and road graders to our front. We talked for a minute or 2 about going down the dirt road, when a highway
construction guy came up to us and said it was bad road for the next 7 miles, we may want to find an alternative route.
We made an O-turn and | did some quick navigation changes on the GPS and we eventually found our way to Maiden
Rock. We turned off WI 35 at Cty AA which is also RR 51. For the first three-quarters of a mile it wasnOt bad, and then
we turned left.

The road was gravel, but we discussed it for a few seconds and | OthoughtO the road ended in about a mile. We all

thought we could do a mile of very hard packed dirt with a bit of a gravel overlay. As we progressed, the road went from
nice hard pack to graveled hard pack to all gravel to one lane gravel to stream/puddle crossings to a set of tire tracks
with gravel. Then it went back to 2 lane dusty gravel. Dave Emery (ODusty DaveO) would have been proud. Thank

goodness my wife Maureen wasn't on the back or | would have a permanent head injury from all the helmet beating that
would have taken place.

The first water crossing was a very minor stream that was traversed with no problem. The second water hazard looked
a bit more problematic, and | consulted our expert goat path navigator, Mike Squire. Having literally gone off-road in the
Smokies, he said it didnOt look like any big deal to cross, so | went for it. Jim said as | plowed through the water, some
very odd noises were heard. It must have been the underlying gravel giving a bit, but | got through OK. Jim was next
and then | told Larry and Mike to hold on for a second as | wanted to take a few pictures. Larry got through before |
could snap off some photos, but a sequence of Mike Othe goat-path killerO going on through can be found below.

At the end of this OroadO we found the numbered sign, and took some more pictures towards our patch. The road was a
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little over 4  miles, but it sure felt like about 15. As we approached the end of this road, | was never so glad to see
blacktop in my life!

We headed out onto Cty SS for some nice twisties and made our way to RR 89 in the Menomonie area. After having
traveled 5 miles down what we thought might be RR 89, | turned around and saw the sign that we needed for our third
set of pictures. Those were snapped and we were off down Old US 12 back towards the Cities. | decided | didnOt wish to
travel 1-94 back into town, so | stayed on 12 and thought a ride to Stillwater with a stop at Culvers might be in order.

With everyoneOs concurrence, | started trying to get to the lift bridge by Stillwater . It took a little back road navigating,
but as we got closer, lucky number RR 13 popped up and we rode that and took more photos for our 4 th of 10 required

RRs.

As we entered Stillwater , Mike split from the group and the 3 of us got an ice cream and then gassed up for the ride
back home.

We ended up riding Rustic Roads 92/51/89/13. We logged a little over 200 miles from the Old Country Buffet. All in all, it
was a very fun day.

The routing | used for this ride was found on the Internet and then changed to accommodate our needs. We still have
another route with 7 RRs that can be ridden in about 250 miles. The date on that ride is yet to be determined, so watch
our web site for details. There is also an RR or two inthe  Winona area that can be ridden during the 2009 MN District
Rally and can be counted towards the minimum of 10 for the patch. So if given the chance, ride the road and take a
picture. If you  so wish, attend the Friday morning seminar at the Rally and see how rides like this and others can be put
together.

This was a fun project to plan and ride. Even though the bike needs a thorough cleaning, | would do it again as it is a

ride none of us will soon forget.

I was recently involved in a motorcycle - deer accident. | want to let everyone know what | learned from this unfortunate
event returning from vacation.

I had a couple of things going for me:

1. I wasn't alone. After the accident | pulled to the side of the road and checked the motorcycle for damage. Then |

tried calling the  police. | had bad cell phone service so this is where not being alone came in handy. | was able to go to

a service station about six miles away so | could call the police and insurance company.

2. | didn't panic. | did not crash even though | was traveling at 55 or 60 mph when | hit the deer. | was very lucky

because this could have been much worse. | used my training and experience to stay calm, maintain control and make

sure that | did the right things. If the bike would have gone down, | was properly equipped from head to toe to minimize
damage to me. As it was, | was able to ride it home (over six hundred miles to go from the accident site).

1tOs never easy to see your bike banged up, but the one thing that stuck out about this situation is that the motorcycle

is replaceable. Experience, safety gear and on-the-bike training are priceless. Hopefully soon | will be back out on the

road with the  motorcycle again.

1tOsluly and maybe summer has arrived in terms of warmer temperatures. We were able to enjoy a ride on Memorial Day. This monthOs
column will reflect on some things we observed during that ride and general observations made while driving to various locations in
southern Minnesota.

First B with the increase in the price of gas, many trucking companies have made changes to the speed control for trucks, so that they are
now unable to drive any faster than a preprogrammed speed. Some trucks have their preprogrammed speed now at 65 mph. which
explains why we are now seeing many more truck conveys because truck drivers are unable to accelerate enough to get away from a row
of trucks. What this means to motorcyclists is if driving on the freeway B remain observant and if you decide to pass a truck realize that
you are harder to see than any other vehicle in his mirror. Remain aware of signal lights as you are passing a truck because if the driver
does not have a preprogrammed speed, he may decide to pass other trucks and you could find yourself in trouble real quick. Your two
choices would be to hit the brakes, providing you do not have a car following right behind you, or heading for the center medium which
may not be a grassy ditch but a concrete wall.

Second B road repair in southern Minnesota is badly needed in many spots. State highways B those signs that say Minnesota with a
number following are often in poorer condition than a county road. Some have been patched by adding blacktop to where the tire ruts from
cars have created indentations and they can cause a motorcyclist to lose control because the road is no longer an even surface. Also look
out for broken blacktop, cracks that a motorcycle tire could fit into, areas for water to accumulate, pavement that has heaved in spots and
lose gravel which are hazards that could easily cause a motorcyclist to lose control.

So as you head out for Wing Ding and the state convention B consider these factors so the trip you make will be safe. Happy riding!
