Educator News

We tend to educate ourselves on how ÒweÓ can safely ride a motorcycle on the highway.  ÒWeÓ can also take the time to educate
others about ÒSharing the RoadÓ with motorcycles.  Print the article below and post it at different places.  If just one Ònon-riderÓ
reads it, a ÒriderÓ and Òco-riderÓ might be saved.

 Ten Things All Car and Truck Drivers Should Know About Motorcycles

1. Over half of all fatal motorcycle crashes involve another vehicle. Most of the time, the motorist, not the motorcyclist, is at fault.
There are a lot more cars and trucks than motorcycles on the road, and some drivers donÕt ÒrecognizeÓ a motorcycle Ð they
ignore it (usually unintentionally).

2. Because of its small size, a motorcycle can be easily hidden in a carÕs blind spots (door/roof pillars) or masked by objects or
backgrounds outside a car (bushes, fences, bridges, etc). Take an extra moment to look for motorcycles, whether youÕre
changing lanes or turning at intersections.

3. Because of its small size, a motorcycle may look farther away than it is. It may also be difficult to judge a motorcycleÕs speed.
When checking traffic to turn at an intersection or into (or out of) a driveway, predict a motorcycle is closer than it looks.

4. Motorcyclists often slow by downshifting or merely rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake light. Allow more
following distance, say 3 or 4 seconds. At intersections, predict a motorcyclist may slow down without visual warning.

5. Motorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of road debris, passing
vehicles, and wind. Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane position for a purpose, not to be reckless or show off or to allow
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you to share the lane with them.

6. Turn signals on a motorcycle usually are not self-canceling, thus some riders (especially beginners) sometimes forget to turn
them off after a turn or lane change. Make sure a motorcycleÕs signal is for real.

7. Maneuverability is one of a motorcycleÕs better characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with good road conditions, but
donÕt expect a motorcyclist to always be able to dodge out of the way.

8. Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the same as for cars, but slippery pavement makes stopping quickly difficult. Allow
more following distance behind a motorcycle because it canÕt always stop Òon a dime.Ó

9. When a motorcycle is in motion, see more than the motorcycle Ð see the person under the helmet, who could be your friend,
neighbor, or relative.

10. If a driver crashes into a motorcyclist, bicyclist, or pedestrian and causes serious injury, the driver would likely never forgive
himself/herself.

OK, it was severe weather awareness week recently. Maybe you heard the sirens in your area being tested. We should all know
to not ride in bad weather – but sometimes you get caught out in it. Watches and Warnings are issued when the weather can
and does get bad: When a tornado or severe thunderstorm Watch is issued, the potential exists for strong thunderstorms, and
these could produce tornadoes, hail, high winds, deadly lightning, possible flooding rainfall, etc. A Warning means severe
weather has been reported by a trained spotter or detected by Doppler radar.”

 HOW DO YOU PROTECT YOURSELF FROM SEVERE WEATHER WHEN RIDING A MOTORCYCLE?  Number 1 is
PREVENTION!

 Carry a portable Weather Radio, listen to commercial radio, and pay attention to the weather around you. Know the weather
patterns of the area. For example, in mountainous areas, thunderstorms typically develop in the early afternoon, so plan your
activity early in the day and be down the mountain by noon. Know the weather forecast. If there is a high chance of
thunderstorms, curtail your outdoor activities.

Lightning in a storm can strike as far as 10 miles away from the area where it is raining. Which is about the distance you can
hear thunder. If you can hear thunder, you are within striking distance. Seek safe shelter immediately. (You can
sometimes hear a burst of static in your helmet headsets.)

Use the 30-30 rule: When visibility is good and there is nothing obstructing your view of the thunderstorm, when you see
lightning, count the seconds until  you hear thunder. (Each second is approximately 1000 ft. & 1 mile is a little over 5000 feet)  If
that time is 30 seconds or less, the thunderstorm is within 6 miles and is dangerous. Seek shelter immediately. The threat of
lightning continues for much longer than most people realize. Wait at least 30 minutes after the last clap of thunder before
leaving shelter. Don’t be fooled by sunshine or blue sky! If it is cloudy or objects such as building or mountains are obscuring
your vision, get inside immediately. It is always safer to take precautions than to wait.  30 – 30 Rule 30 Second count / 30
minutes after last thunder

 WHAT IF YOUR CAUGHT OUTSIDE?

Remember there is NO safe place to be outside in a thunderstorm.  Get inside a safe building or vehicle.

BUT IF YOU CAN’T Where should you not go when lightning is striking?

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 Do NOT seek shelter under partially enclosed buildings like picnic shelters Unless thatÕs all that is available.

 Do NOT seek shelter under tall isolated trees. The tree may help you stay dry but will significantly increase your risk of being
struck by lightning. The rain wonÕt kill you, but lightning can!

 Lightning typically strikes the tallest object. That may be you in an open field, clearing or on the highway.

 So stay away from tall, isolated objects like light poles, cell phone towers. Stay away from metal objects, such as fences, fence
posts and machinery

 If your camping, a tent offers NO protection from lighting.

 Wet ropes can make excellent conductors. This is BAD news when it comes to lightning activity. If lightning makes contact with
it, the electrical current will likely travel along the wet rope.

If your out on the road and there are bridges or overpasses Wait out the storm below an overpass or a bridge.  Overpasses are
engineered structures and are likely to be properly grounded. Although an overpass is likely to be higher than the surrounding
landscape, if it is struck by lightning, the electrical current will likely be channeled safely into the ground.  DO NOT touch any
metal. Move at least 50 away from your bike. Stand at least 10 feet away from other members of your group so the lightning
wonÕt travel between you if one of you is hit by lightning.  Remain on dry surfaces if possible. Be alert for rapidly rising water if
under a bridge.

High tension wires: If high voltage electrical tension wires cross the road, you may want to seek shelter directly underneath these
wires. Stay at least 50 feet away from the large metal towers which hold up these wires. Electric companies design these high
tension wires for lightning strikes. If lighting should strike the wires or towers, the current is designed to safely go deep into the
ground.

If you are caught in the open and lightning is occurring within 5 Ð 6 miles (a count of approx. 25 Ð 30 seconds), STOP riding, get
off of your motorcycle, find a ditch or other low spot and sit down. Place your hands over your ears to minimize hearing damage
from thunder.

One myth: Rubber tires keep you safe in a car because they do not conduct electricity.

Nope. In strong electric fields, rubber tires actually become more conductive than insulating. The reason you are safe in a car is
because the lightning will travel around the surface of the vehicle and then go to ground. This occurs because the vehicle acts
like a Faraday cage. Michael Faraday, a British physicist, discovered that a metal cage would shield objects within the cage
when a high potential discharge hit the cage. The metal, being a good conductor, would direct the current around the objects and
discharge it safely to the ground. This process of shielding is widely used today to protect the electrostatic sensitive integrated
circuits in the electronics world. On a motorcycle you do not have the protection of the metal ÒcageÓ that a car provides.

 Take care out there!

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wonderful advice. No matter what safety programs GWRRA provides and no matter how good they are they are worth absolutely
nothing if you do not participate in them. There are the faithful who are always current in their Medic First Aid and ERC classes.
Participating in these classes make you a better rider/co-rider and if assistance is needed youÕll know what to do. Many of us
take the ERC and Medic First Aid classes every two years. They are good reminders of what to do.  Although ERC needs to be
completed every three years for the Safety Levels program, many riders prefer taking it more frequently for their own safety.
There are some riders who cannot commit to any specific day to attend an ERC because of the nature of their work. They have
chosen to participate in Parking Lot Practice (PLP), an official GWRRA program that practices many of the same things covered
in an ERC. PLP does not replace the ERC requirement for the Safety Levels program.

 There are a few people who absolutely refuse to take the ERC stating theyÕve ridden for many years and know how to ride. I
have found it very interesting to hear those who finally have taken the ERC comment on how much they learned in that one day.
ERC is not a Pass/Fail class. The exercises were developed from accident studies and based on the most common mistakes
riders made. Practicing skills such as stopping on a curve are aimed at developing automatic responses in crisis situations. Most
of our chapter who are taking the ERC this year will have taken it by the end of May. If you have not, contact me and I can get
you the information so that you can take the class. This is for learning and your safety. No rider is perfect and thatÕs why itÕs so
important to come, learn, and practice. It will make you safer and guess what, YOUÕLL HAVE A WHOLE LOT MORE FUN!

Being on the road is more dangerous every week. People are getting bolder about going through red lights and stop signs. It
used to be safe to go through an intersection on a green light when the side traffic was stopped for their red light but I see more
and more people going around stopped vehicles and through lights that have been red for two and three seconds. This happens
a lot in the early morning before traffic gets heavy.  I just watched a series of red light runners taken from intersection cameras
and it clearly shows people are not paying any attention to driving.

With the growing number of motorcycles on the road, it generally means that there will be more
motorcycle accidents.  As riders, we have to be extremely careful and pay more attention to the road
and our surroundings.  Make sure your bike is in good shape before your ride.  Plan your route ahead
of time and if more than one bike is on the same ride, keep communicating with your CB radio so that
everyone can know if there is a potential problem.  Use hand signals to point out things as not all bikes
have a CB radio.  Have your mind clear of the dayÕs work and only ride if you are calm and collected. 
Road work, field work and animals are among some of the things to keep your eyes looking for.  Even
when the area looks clear and wide open, be sure to watch for the huge potholes that have not been
fixed yet.  Your safety starts with yourself, making sure your bike is ready to ride and that you are
ready and have no distractions and are clear headed.  The warm weather is here, so be SAFE and
have a great ride.
