From Your District Director

As I sit down to write this article for October, our last real chapter event is scheduled for the coming weekend.  It is an overnight ride to
Eveleth, MN to see the fall colors.  Not long after, it will be time to get the Òtrusty steedÓ ready to rest up over the long off season.  By the
end of the month, most of us will have the winter storage cover on the Wing and hopefully be planning some of our vacation rides for
summer 2010.

 As we wind down the season, letÕs not take our riding for granted.  We need to stay ever vigilante when we ride and not get complacent
with late season overconfidence.  I canÕt help but wonder if some of this may have been the reason for the unusual number of crash
incidents that happened on the way to the Davis Rally.

 Fortunately for our GWRRA family there were no fatalities but there were serious injuries.  On the other hand, folks traveling home from
Davis did pass the wreckage of a Wing that hit a mini-van and did result in two deaths near Racine, MN.

 There was an accident that appears to have occurred from a trailer coming off the hitch at a slow down and running into its tow bike
forcing a crash that resulted in the riders being thrown and the bike careening into the trike and trailer in front of it.  A second accident,
another rear ending, occurred at a sudden rush hour traffic slow down.  Could there have been a lapse in attention or maybe the following
distance was too tight.  Not having been there, I should not make judgments but we all do so when we hear of these things and wonder
what happened.

 And still another couple incidents that did not result in a crash, but an inconvenience for the travelers was two different trailers having a
flat tire and nobody in the group had a wrench to fit the lug nuts to change or fix the wheels.

My message in all this (I am sounding way too much like an Educator here) is just what I started out saying.  No matter how much safe
riding we have done thru the season, we MUST stay alert and pay attention to every aspect of our ride until the kickstand is down for the
day.  DONÕT TAKE ANYTHING FOR GRANTED.

 Watch your staggered ride and keep a distance appropriate for the traffic conditions and speed.  Double check your T-CLOCK and extend
that check to your trailer if you pull one.  Carry a little extra gear, first aid kits, fire extinguisher, tool kit with parts to fit your bike and
accessories too and the usual gear for the weather conditions.  LetÕs not forget to follow our District EducatorÕs advice and use ÒAll the
Gear- All the TimeÓ, meaning our helmets, gloves, long pants and sleeves and over the ankle riding boots.  We all have room to carry tee
shirts and sandals to change into once we safely arrive at our destinations.

 Now on to Lesson Two.  Recently I was very happy and proud to show a relatively new member of our GW group just how we take care
of our own.  In the morning, our small traveling bunch separated into 3 groups in order to get to the rally early and get good parking
spaces.  We were in the first group to leave and after gassing up and icing the coolers, we passed the second group on the way to do the
same.  The last one was riding single and I wondered why.  We called out to the group that we were going back to check and found they
were OK but his microphone was not working so he couldnÕt answer the radio call.  With that known, we accompanied them on the way
and came across two bikes from the first group stopped on the side of the road.  A bike had stalled and the tail-gunner had stopped just
like they are supposed to help out.  As we pulled over to see what was up, the remainder of the group had actually done a U-turn and
come back to see if they could help also.

 Once we knew the problem and that all were physically OK, we all went on to get parked and find the parts and knowhow to fix the
problem.  The original tail gunner and I returned to the trouble scene and installed a new battery to get them to the rally and the original
ride leader had canvassed the grounds to find a mechanic with time and tools to do a better repair once we got there.  It was a very good
example of teamwork to get everyone to the destination safe and sound and hopefully demonstrated to our new folks that we really mean
we are a family.

 Last but not least, we will be hosting the Minnesota Fall Operation meeting in Buffalo, MN on October 17.  All chapter staffs are highly
encouraged to attend or at the least, send a representative to bring back the info.  The meeting is open to any GWRRA members that are
interested in what we do at an Ops meeting also.

District Educator's Corner

It's officially autumn and you know what that means! No, I'm not talking about parking the bikes;  I refuse to talk about that
just yet! I'm talking about cold and flu season.

 Since I am home from work today with a sore throat, I thought I'd discuss the common cold and seasonal flu.  It's important
to know the difference between cold and seasonal flu symptoms. While a cold is inconvenient and will probably make you
feel crummy for a couple days, it will generally run it's course in about a week. Seasonal flu can make you feel very ill for a
few days to weeks! The flu can also morph into very serious health problems, like ear infections, bronchitis or pneumonia,
and could require hospitalization.  

 Cold symptoms usually begin with a sore throat that lasts a couple days. You might have a low grade fever (under 101
degrees) for a day or two. Nasal symptoms like a runny nose, watery eyes, congestion, and a hacking unproductive cough
come around about day 3 or 4 and should be clearing up by the end of about a week. During the first 3 days that you have
cold symptoms you are contagious, so do yourself and your coworkers a favor and stay home from work to get the rest you
need to fight off the common cold.  In addition to lots of rest, drink plenty of non caffeinated fluids to keep your body
hydrated.

 My mom was fond of saying, as she pointed to a cold "remedy", "Take this and your cold will be gone in a week; don't take
it and your cold will last 7 days!" Her point was that while you can take antihistamines or decongestants to treat/mask the
symptoms of the common cold, there really is no "cure" for the common cold. There are over 250 viruses that could be
causing your symptoms so there is no vaccine either.  

If your symptoms (other than the cough) last more than a week, or you have a persistent high fever, painful swallowing,
persistent cough (lasting longer than 2 weeks) or persistent congestion and headaches, it's time to see your doctor. These are
signs that your cold has worsened to the point where medical intervention may be needed.

 Flu symptoms are similar to cold symptoms but are usually more severe and they tend to come on like gangbusters. Many
experts agree that taking your temperature is the quickest way to determine if your symptoms are of a cold or seasonal flu.
With a cold, a low grade fever is possible but not probable. With the flu, a fever of 101 degrees for several days is pretty
common. With that high fever comes muscle aches and soreness, headache, general fatigue, even extreme exhaustion at the
onset. You'll probably get a stuffy nose, congestion, sore throat, and develop a deeper cough.

 The good news about getting seasonal flu instead of the common cold is that if you get to your personal physician and get on
prescription antiviral medication like Tamiflu or Relenza within 48 hours of the onset, these drugs may shorten your recovery
time and lessen the severity of your symptoms.

 Getting a flu shot or not is, of course, a personal choice. Minimizing your exposure to colds and flu is a big help in keeping
you healthy. Experts agree though, that the single most important preventative

 measure against colds and seasonal flu is frequent hand washing. Hand washing isn't rocket science and doesn't require
antibacterial soap to be effective. Hand washing by rubbing your hands with warm soapy water for 20 seconds, is enough to
help slough germs off the skin. We've taught our children and our grandchildren to sing the song "Twinkle, twinkle little star"
while rubbing their hands together with warm soapy water. Time it yourself; it takes about 20 seconds. Of course, if you're in
a crowded public restroom, you might want to just sing it in your head!

 Take care and we hope you make it through cold and flu season unscathed!

 As we all know, we can never plan for everything that could happen.  All we can do is be prepared for the unexpected. 
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 The unexpected happened to us this month.  Bruce, our friends, Blaine and Brenda Benson and I planned on a nice
motorcycle ride to Moline, IL  for our GWRRA Regional Rally on September 4, 2009.    We ride together often and are very
familiar with each motorcycle and trike, along with the riding knowledge each one of us possess.  We started off early on the
morning of Sep 4 because I was figuring the travel time to be much longer than it was suppose to be. 

 Our ride stared out with the full moon visible in the western sky and a cool temperature that required the layers of protection
on the motorcycles.  As we rode south into Iowa the sun replaced the full moon with the promise of a beautiful day.   When
we stopped for breakfast we shed a layer of clothing as the sun had warmed temperature to allow fewer layers.  I had gotten
down to my long sleeved t-shirt with tight cuffs and my jeans, along with my riding boots, gloves and full faced helmet.  Off
down the road we cruised Bruce in the lead and Bensons as tail gunner. 

 We came to our interchange from I380 to I80 at Iowa City.  As we came to the clover leaf to make this transition, we all
noticed the road conditions were not the best.  Each one of us had noticed that there was a darker strip down the center of the
clover leaf and we knew that it could be a potential hazard.  Bruce took the inside of the corner as he felt this was the safe
side.  On corners, I usually take them as I have taught in the MN Motorcycle Safety courses, start on the outside and move to
the center then end on the outside.   This is where my judgment was incorrect.  Once I had committed to the outside of the
curve, this made it more difficult to maneuver around the corner safely.  I formed a plan to slow my motorcycle down and if
needed to cross the darker strip at an angle with my motorcycle at a 900 angle instead of the approximately 45 0 angle that the
motorcycle was currently at.  As I eased up on my throttle and the angle my motorcycle as at drifted me closer to the dark
strip on the clover leaf, I know in an instant this was not a good decision.  As my motorcycle drifted to the dark strip I knew
that my motorcycle was going down and it did.  The front tire slid on the dark surface and landed on my highway peg and
started sliding down the asphalt to the edge of the road.  I let go of the handlebars and knew what I needed to do was to
protect myself.  As I let go of the handlebars my right elbow and helmet took the first hit of the asphalt.  I pulled my elbows
close to my body, crossed my arms over my chest and held my legs straight and close together as I stared to roll down the
road.  I knew with the training I have given and received that the best thing for me at this time is to stay as relaxed as I could
and the rolling would stop, eventually, and it did.  I rolled 5 to 6 times ending up face down and only inches way from the
black strip in the road.  As I was rolling down the road the only thought in my head was that I use to do this as a child at
home on steep hills.  So I knew this was fun back then and I just let myself enjoy a childhood memory.  This thought, I
believe was why I stayed relaxed and kept my arms and legs tucked close.  When I ended, I did not move, my first aid
training has taught me that when we are in accident, the best thing to do is not to move until help is there. 

 While all of this happened to me, the Bensons were behind me watching this entire event and they need to steer their trike
around my motorcycle, me and the black strip on the road.  While Blaine was stopping the trike, he radioed Bruce to let him
know I had gone down and Brenda was ready to jump off to assist me.  They were finally able to get stopped and off the
trike, Blaine ran to stop traffic and Brenda ran to see if I was okay.  I gave both of them a real scare because I did not move
after I had stopped rolling.  They were both able to breathe when they heard my voice telling them I was okay.  Bruce had
parked his motorcycle and was running back to help at the scene.   

As I have been told, my motorcycle reached the edge of the road and flipped over on to the left side and came to a stop.  As
this happened, an EMT vehicle was on I80 and seen the motorcycle flip.  They in turn hit their lights, siren and called 911. 
They then proceeded up the clover leaf in the wrong direction and parked right in front of the accident scene to protect it and
me.   I had Blaine assist me in removing my helmet; I unhooked it and had Blaine pull it straight off.  The first EMT, Dennis
knelt beside me and held my head so I would not move it.  He asked me what year it was and I replied 2009 and I had
forgotten to turn on my out of office on my email.  I also informed him that I was a former Motorcycle Safety Instructor as
we talked about what happened.  As the rest of the emergency team arrived they all were having a hard time walking and
standing on the road due to the dark strip.  Iowa DOT was called to take care of the road that day.    The ambulance crew and
the 911 EMTÕs were assessing my injuries and prepared me for transportation to the hospital.  Neck brace, backboard and the
victim roll that I have learned in my first aid and CPR classes over the years were used.  Knowing what the emergency team
was going to do, this kept me calm and allowed me to let them do their job to help me. 

 Once the State Trooper had assessed the scene, Bruce and Blaine was able to right my motorcycle and move it to the edge of
the road to assess the damage.  My motorcycle was left on the side of the road as we headed to the University of Iowa
Hospital ER.  Once Bruce and Blaine knew I was going to be okay, they went back to retrieve my motorcycle. 

 As a result of the of the past training I have given, received and the protective gear that I wore, along with my Guardian
Angeles Gold Wings wrapped around me, I only ended up with a quarter size scrape on my right elbow and a small portion
of my upper left lung had collapsed due to the impact of my helmet.  My clothes did not receive any holes, but my helmet
did take a good beating as I was rolling down the road. 

 My collapsed lung determined a night stay in the hospital, so I sent the Bensons and Bruce on to Moline to check into the
hotel and to make arrangements for transportation of me and my motorcycle.  When the State Trooper handed me the accident
report he made the comment that my motorcycle did not have too much damage as he had started to walk to the other one to
see if he was assessing the correct one.  After I was settled into my room for the night, I called Bruce and he informed me
that our friends Earl and Sandy Slack had driven down in their mini van, due to Sandy not being able to ride that distance on
the back of the motorcycle.  Earl did not hesitate to assist us in ÒridingÓ my motorcycle home and Sandy was more then ready
to drive me home.  I called my family to inform them and they had all offered to come and get the motorcycle and me if
necessary. 

 As is my routine, 6 AM is wake up time.  I woke up and thought about the events of the previous day and came to the
following conclusions. 

What I learned is that it only takes a second for something too happened.



You do not plan on having an accident, it just happens, but we can be prepared for one.
I will continue to teach motorcycle safety, as the best instructors are the ones with experience.
I will continue to take any safety course that can help me to be prepared for an accident.
An annual First Aid and CPR class is good, even though the certifications do not expire annually.
I concentrated on the names of the people working on me so I would not allow me to worry about anything.
I did not experience any sore to stiff muscles as I kept myself relaxed with my childhood memory. 
Every action had a positive reaction.

 As a road trip is not complete until we are home, we need to share our events on the way home.   Our entourage took off
with 3 fully charged batteries since Blaine was having some mechanical issues with his alternator keeping the battery
charged.  We took off and BlaineÕs meter had two green lights on the battery.  About 80 miles down the road, his lights
diminished and turned to red.  We stopped at a truck stop to disconnect his extra lights that were not for safety purposes,
installed the 2nd battery and took off again.  To no avail, this was not going to hold out.  We stopped at a rest stop along the
interstate and Blaine figured on switching to his spare car battery he carries for emergencies.  (Blaine needs to be prepared
since he has over 200 lights on his trike.)  As Blaine was working on the battery switch, a rolling garage from Verhulst Bikes
& Trikes, Gary and Shirley Verhulst pulled into the rest stop as Shirley need a pit stop.  They were on their way to the Davis
Rally in New Hampton, Iowa.  Gary, an honorary Blue Knight, pulls along Blaine and asked if he was having problems. 
Blaine confirmed and Gary said he had an alternator meter to test his trike.  After testing the alternator, it was determined that
BlaineÕs alternator was going out.  Gary just happened to have his rolling shop had an alternator to sell.  Once installed, we
were all back on the road again heading for home.  Each one of us counting our blessing and saying prayers of thanks for our
Guardian Angles, with the Gold Wings that fly with us to protect us and watch over us as we travel.  The statement below fit
the weekend of travels that I just need to include it with my article.

                                                   Our September Experience

We love camping and had looked forward to our planned camping trip. On September 10, 2009 we went to the Davis Rally in New
Hampton, IA. We left the cities with 14 bikes from the area and most of us had trailers.

 Somehow near Dexter, MN our tail gunner and wife got ejected from their GL1800 motorcycle pulling their camper trailer. Their bike and
trailer kept going by itself, clipped the camper trailer in front of them being pulled by a GL1800 two-wheel motorcycle and then plowing into
the rear of my wifeÕs trike and camper trailer, then took a left turn, crossed the road and ended up in the ditch on the other side of the
road. There was no traffic coming the opposite direction and it stopped at the bottom of the ditch and laid down on its side in the grass.

 An air rescue helicopter was flying from Des Moines, IA to Rochester, MN for training and just happened to be in the area of our accident
and landed for support just as the first responders and ambulance people were getting on scene and the state troopers (all in about 5-10
minutes). The ejected driver from the GL1800 was air-lifted to Rochester, MN to St. MaryÕs and his wife was taken by ambulance to St.
MaryÕs. The driver is still in bad shape with many injuries and his wife has a broken arm and wrist.

 So a nice slow easy ride to Iowa turned bad in a second but the rest of us made it to New Hampton, IA near sunset. We were able to
bend the brackets on our Bunkhouse trailer back to open up the bed with the help of our camping friends so we would not have to look for
a hotel or bed to sleep in.

 With the help of all our friends we made on this ride we were able to get through the experience. It is great to know that you can make
friends in one ride for a lifetime. Most of the people that were with during this accident we had never met before while some of them we
have. But we believe they are all friends for life now.

 We did some riding in the area after relaxing a couple of days. There are some real nice and pretty back roads and there were a lot of
venders this year to look at and talk with.

 By Saturday our camping group had almost doubled so we had a lot of good talks with old and new friends and some good wine drinking
around the campfire.

 One of the bikes in our group lost its alternator on Saturday, they got it back to the campground and Vern of VernÕs Bikes and Trikes and
Cat (one of VernÕs mechanic) came to the rescue to lead him back to VernÕs shop on Sunday and replaced his alternator. I think he was in
heaven riding his old Harley with a side car and leading Goldwings down the road. Jonelle and I followed them part way and then headed
for home.

 As of writing this article the driver of the GL1800 is still hospitalized. His wife is recovering at a hotel next to St. MaryÕs.

 We are in the process of working with the insurance company to get parts to fix our trailer for next year. Currently it pulls like a dog but
hopefully we can get that all fixed and be ready for next years camping trips which we hope to be many more than this year. We are
already planning them! It is just different camping versus staying in a hotel. Our camping friends from this year have even given us some
pointers for next year and we know what kind of supplies we need to get. I had trouble with my 1985 Limited Edition GL1200 on our first
camping trip to Winona, MN for the District Rally this year and then the accident going to the Davis Rally. They both added stress to the
motorcycling experience but we wouldnÕt change anything. The people we met during both of these experiences are well worth it and we
thank everyone for their help during it.

 We are just all so thankful that it was not any worse than it was. There were a lot of what ifs that could have happened that day. We hope
for the speedy recovery of the people injured in the accident and are so thankful that more were not injured that day.

Where did the year go!?

 If your in the Rider EDUCATION PROGRAM this is a great time to update your SAFE MILES and HIGH MILES. Safe are updated in
increments of 5,000 miles while you have been a member of GWRRA. High miles are on any motorcycle you’ve owned – include your
activity in the Safe miles program! These are updated in 50,000 mile increments.

 We have some riding time left this fall, but remember the sun rises later and sets earlier by a couple minutes every day. It’s cool in the
morning, and it can get down right HOT during the day. Dress is layers so you can remove clothing as it gets warmer or add clothing as it
cools off. Even with the sun setting earlier sunburn is still a real possibility so keep using the sunscreen. Visibility can be a problem in the
evening and after dark both for you and other vehicles so be conspicuous with reflective clothing, tapes and lighting products. If you’re
using sunglasses – remember to take them off when it gets dark, too. Later in the season leaves can and do fall on you as your riding.
This can be very picturesque but also annoying as they can obscure the view ahead or fall in your face as the vehicle in front of you stirs
them up. They can also cover the road and what’s on it, like pot holes, sand, gravel or critters - alive and dead. When the leaves cover
water or worse – frost, especially in the shadows, it can get real slippery real fast. So watch out for leaves on the road surface.

             As it gets even cooler remember hypothermia. Dress in layers so you can take stuff off as it warms up and put it back on as it
cools off - or even go for electrically heated clothing. Take breaks to warm up. There are engine ducting covers, or directors, etc, to direct
heat onto the driver. Heated handgrips are nice too! Heat pads (re-usable or disposable) tucked in a shirt pocket can really make a
difference. A good face shield can help keep the cold wind off your face. With a little planning you can have a wonderful fall riding day!

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Defensive Drivng

Where should motorcycles be in relationship to other vehicles? The obvious answer is where motorcycles can be seen. LetÕs explore some
of the components.

 Many of us have seen the signs on the semi trucks that say ÒIf you can't see my mirrors I can't see you!Ó Some of our members have
even had the opportunity to view firsthand from the truck driverÕs seat what that driver sees of motorcycles in various positions next to and
behind the truck. It really makes us think about where we want to be in relationship to that truck!

 Now factor into the equation that many vehicle operators do not use the rear view mirror or side mirrors effectively (or not at all)! This
changes the perspective a little bit once we realize that traffic conditions plus driver intentions (or inattentions) make a large difference in
our defensive driving decisions. Those decisions may include vehicle spacing, where you are positioned within the driving lane, your
driving speed, covering brakes and clutch, and other similar precautions.

 Other key elements in preparing to be seen on every ride include your clothing and the bikeÕs lighting. Is your jacket and/or helmet light-
colored or brightly colored to get driversÕ attention? Do they have reflective materials to be better seen in the dark? When a vehicle is
following, will they look past you or is there something that will remind them that there is a motorcycle there?

 Motorcyclists must choose to be riding in a good position for road conditions and traffic, with visible clothing and lights, and without
distractions to make the safest decisions. Assume that the vehicles around you donÕt know that youÕre there and plan accordingly.
Remember to ride with confidence and pride.

When we talk about protective gear we usually mention jackets, helmets and gloves but donÕt say much about our foot
wear. What we wear on our feet is very important too. Studies show that in most motorcycle crashes riders suffer some
form of leg injury including over 15% to the feet and over 20% to the ankles.   We need boots that offer protection when
we are on the road and comfort when we are off the bike. The boots should give good ankle support and be high enough
to protect the rider from rocks and other road debris. They should have a sturdy non slip sole and a heel instead of a
wedge type sole.   A sturdy hard sole will protect your foot if it gets caught under the bike in a crash. Slip on boots have
a tendency to come off in a crash so it is best to have laces or some kind of straps or buckles.   There are many makers
of motorcycle boots so you should be able to get exactly what you want. I wear a pair of hiking boots. They could be a
little higher but otherwise they are very sturdy, give good support, are waterproof, non slip and comfortable for walking.

 

Recipe: Shrimp Curry on Rice (for 2 people)

By Fran Frazee : Here is a great shrimp curry dish which we like.  It!s not a strong
curry recipe and with all the condiments each bite is a new eating experience. 

2 tablespoons butter

1 can of beef broth or 1 1/2 cups of beef bouillon made from cubes or granules

2 tablespoons flour

salt, pepper, curry powder, lemon juice - to your own taste (I use approximately 2
teaspoons of curry powder)

Melt butter in saucepan.  Add flour and seasonings until bubbly.

Add soup combined with enough water to equal 1 cup (or if you want more sauce
add 1/2 cup extra water and also more thickening)

Shrimp - Deglaze about 1 pound of shelled and deveined medium sized shrimp,
with tails removed, (I use approximately 1/2 package of a 2 lb bag) in hot water. 
Add to sauce and let simmer until shrimp is tender (approx 10 minutes). Serving
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immediately.

Condiments:  crisp bacon, apples, raisins, sweet pickles, hard-bowled eggs.  Dice
these condiments.

Serve curried shrimp over rice (I often use minute rice).

Top with condiments.

The riding season is winding down quickly with the arrival of fall and cooler temperatures. Hope you all had a great riding season this year
and trips that created memories for a lifetime. Now it is time to focus on things around home so that you are ready for winter.

I always remember October as being fire safety month from my days in elementary school and then my children when they came home
with their lists of fire safety tasks to do. First, get some batteries and replace all of your smoke detector batteries. Second, check your fire
extinguisher Ð oh you donÕt have one?   A fire extinguisher is needed in your kitchen, garage and any other areas where a fire could
occur. If you have a wood stove, make certain you have a fire extinguisher nearby.  If you have an extinguisher, check the container for
any chemical leaks, the pressure is at the recommended level and the pin is intact. Inspection should occur monthly, and maintenance
should occur yearly. The internet or your local fire station could provide you with more information on how to care for your extinguisher.

When is the last time your furnace was serviced?  A furnace may develop leaks or corrosion on the inside that could result in carbon
monoxide being released. Also it is now state law that all homes have a carbon monoxide detector, so now is the time to either get one or
replace the battery in it.  Now is the time to have a plan if a winter storm causes a loss of power. Do you have food that you can eat
without using electricity? If you have a generator, now is the time to check and see if it still works and you have some gasoline to start it
up. More tips on winter safety at home can be found at http://www.winterweather.state.mn.us/.

You should check out your car tires, is there any tread left, any uneven wear?  Do not wait until the first snow to examine your tires Ð
remember safety means being proactive not reactive.  Get some new wipers; nothing is worse than discovering your wipers do not properly
clear your windshield while driving in snowy weather.   Now is a good time to stock up on washer fluid and check the level every two
weeks during the winter. You do not want to have problems seeing when the pavement is wet and you need washer fluid to properly clear
your windshield.  Take time to do any other car maintenance before winter such as changing oil, checking coolant level, look for any leaky
hoses, brake fluid level and so forth.  Finally Ð where is your snow brush and ice scraper?
