Defensive Drivng

By Pat Beck

Although we havenOt see the normal summer heat, last week was really hot and the heat probably will be back before
the riding season ends this year. Here are some tips to follow so that you can continue riding safely and enjoying
outdoor activities when the heat returns:

1) Wet your t-shirt before you put your breathable/mesh jacket or long sleeve shirt on over the top. As the wind blows
through, it will have a cooling effect. If youOre on the motorcycle, long sleeves and long pants are critical to help to keep
the moisture from evaporating too quickly from your skin.

2) Drink plenty of non-caffeinated fluids. Water and Gatorade are best. Alternating Gatorade (or something similar) is
important to replenish the electrolytes. Start adding fluids a few hours before activities in the heat to get your body
ready.

3) Remember, if you become overheated, you should go into a cool environment and rest for about 15 minutes. One of

the key indicators of ~ oncoming problems is if you stop sweating.

4) If youOre overheating, cold packs or cool, wet towels can be used to help cool the body down. Some of the most
effective areas to cool are: in your armpits, behind the knees, around the neck, and in the groin area.

This months column will focus on speed using one statistic from the State of Minnesota regarding motorcycle crash statistics. In 2008
motorcycle crashes totaled 1,633 and was the highest in the past 18 years. For your reference, speed limit changed in 1987 from 55 to 65
mph. In Minnesota the speed limit on rural interstates increased to 70 mph in July 1997. When driving down the freeway today while
going 70 mph, there are those that are passing you 75 B 80 mph and on two lane roads if you are going 55 mph, you will often find
yourself being passed even though the top speed if 55 mph. For motorcycles, illegal or unsafe speed was a factor in 22% of the crashes.

We went to Ontario for vacation the beginning of August and the first thing you see is what ticket prices are if caught speeding. There is a
scale with an increasing fine amount for x number of kilometers over the limit. In Ontario the speed limit is 90 kmh/hr which equals 55
mph. We rode mostly on a two lane highway with a short stretch on a four lane outside Sault Ste. Marie but no matter where we drove,
top speed limit was 55 mph. When approaching a town, the speed slowed down to 30 mph and this occurred when you were on the edge
of the town. The other things observed included the lack of tailgating, passing 2-3 cars during one try and there was no shortage of
provincial police sighted which would equal our highway patrol.

So speed B what does it all mean? When it is pouring rain, so hard and fast your wipers on the fastest speed can barely keep up do you
keep going 70? | recently was driving home in such a rain storm, slowed down to about 60 mph and about 5 miles down the road noticed
dirt clumps on the road and then saw a car had lost control and hit the ditch on the left side and then ended up driving east bound on a
west bound lane and entered the ditch on the right side. Saw another car in a ditch in a rain storm two days ago which | am sure is the
result of losing control.

Have you ever thought about how far you can see with your headlights? The greater the speed the easier it is to outdrive your headlights
which can lead to when you see a deer, you are already on top of the deer and your front grill is smashed in. A TV station in Colorado did
a study and found that on low beams you can see the distance of a football field B yes that is all. This morning | was using the mile
markers on the freeway and | could see about 1/10 of a mile with my lights on low, thereby giving me very little time to react if | saw
something in front of me. Or think about driving in daylight on unfamiliar road and suddenly the road takes a sharp curve to the right B will
you be able to react in time? When you are on your motorcycle if the pavement has any gravel or is even wet B canyou react quick
enough to make that sharp turn?

Maybe we need to think more about what is an appropriate driving speed versus going the posted limit. Maybe we need to step back and
start asking when there is a fatal accident, how fast was the person driving and was the driver in control of their vehicle. Maybe the

campaign of start seeing motorcycles should change to drive the speed limit and take your time and start seeing all vehicles. Think about
your speed this month as our motorcycle season is winding down for soon winter will be here and speed is even more important when the
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pavement is wet or icy. Drive safe.
